Sunday.  Here is the glorious gospel of Jesus Christ: 

“That there is One and Only One God, who is Holy, who created us in 

His image to know and glorify Him (Nehemiah 9:6; Psalms 98:9;  

Isaiah 43:6-7; 1 Corinthians 10:31).  

But we all have sinned and cut ourselves off from Him (Genesis 1:27; 

Romans 3:23; Romans 1:28).  

In His great love, God became a man in Jesus Christ, lived a perfect life, 

died on a cross, and took on Himself the punishment for the sins of all 

those who would ever turn and trust Him (Isaiah 53:6; John 3:36;  

Acts 4:12; 1 Timothy 1:15).  

Jesus rose again from the dead, showing that God accepted His sacrifice 

and that God’s wrath against us had been extinguished. He now calls us 

to repent of our sins and trust in Christ alone for our forgiveness. If we 

repent of our sins and trust in Christ, we are born again into a new life, 

an eternal life with God (Mark 1:5; Luke 24:46-47; Acts 16:29-30;  

Romans 10:13).”
